GREEK — CHARA: joy, delight 
COGNATE: xará    (…feminine noun from the root xar-, “extend favor, lean towards, be favorably 
disposed”) — properly, the awareness of God’s grace, favor; joy (“grace recognized”). [The 
etymological link between /xaírō (“rejoice because of grace”), /xará (“joy because of grace”), and /
xáris (“grace”) 

• God rejoices in giving ________________! And, as His sons and daughters, that should bring us joy, too.  

THE VALUE OF “YOU” 

• You ____________________ to God. You are valuable.  

GREEK — SYGCHAIRŌ:  syg/ — “to identify with.”  /xaírō — “rejoicing because of grace”.  
Jesus is the one that does the rescuing; yet, we're invited to find our joy in what was lost.
